· Wants to do kelp bed and eel grass restoration in Backbay and wants to get a dive group together to do it

· We need to have space somewhere for all our stuff and for an office, and this place could even become like a conservation central for social interactions and whatnot

· Barry looks at Christina for help with this b/c she’s at UCI, and Christina looks at Leigh, and just like that, more ppl get involved and more things get done. Leigh will be investigating finding a home for OCSCB.

· can have a donation bin
